1. Misc. Satcom Updates – C. Webster 

1.1 Honeywell –IMARSAT Swift Broadband (new service) @ 128 kpbs  dedicated (vs. current 64kpbs and sharing)

· NextGen Service

· Various cost structures that starts at $452/month for 292MB/month

1.2 General Dynamics Reachback Inverse Multiplexer – multichannel Iridium ($30,000) –  up to 4 Iridium antenna and multiplexed together.  NCAR currently running 2-channels as a dual boot (XP / Linux).  Chris has found that tcp doesn’t work over low bandwidth but udp does.

2. Using GPS in airborne science

· GPS -  blend GPS and INS to improve drift
