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Overall impressions

• SASSI + stellar personnel made coordination 
relatively easy

• Decent sampling of cold pools and, if 
applicable, mesocyclone regions in every 
deployment, even when road options were 
somewhat mediocre

• Notably good deployments
– 26 May (left-mover), 4 June (Cheyenne), 5 June (LaGrange), 7 June (NW 

MO), 9 June (Ford, KS), 11 June (SE CO)
